The     
improved capabilities of computers has allowed his office to comfortably handle  more than a thirty percent 
increase in the number of tax bills they collect annually. 
 
When asked, “What words of wisdom do you have for Greene County candidates?” he responded, “Make the 
extra effort to do what is best for the public even if it causes extra work for you.  Try to leave your office in 
better order than when you arrived.”
